General Conditions of Pesman Advocaten
Article 1

Pesman Advocaten is a partnership whose participants are exclusively legal partnerships. This partnership as well as the lawyers working for Pesman Advocaten meet the requirements of the Netherlands Bar Association.

Article 2

These General Conditions apply to all orders placed by clients of Pesman Advocaten with the lawyers working for the partnerships as well as other jurists working for the partnership, to the extent the orders concern juridical matters and/or the legal profession.
Article 3

All orders shall be accepted exclusively by Pesman Advocaten. The work done to implement said orders shall be the responsibility of Pesman Advocaten and not subject to the provisions of Article 7:404 of the Civil Code.

Article 4

All liability connected with orders placed with Pesman Advocaten and the lawyers and jurists that work for it is limited to the sum covered by the professional liability insurance taken out by the firm, increased by the deductible sum of this insurance. This limitation does not apply in the case of intention or deliberate recklessness on the part of lawyers and/or jurists working for Pesman Advocaten. A copy of the present policy with is conditions is available for perusal at the secretariat.
Article 5

When carrying out orders, Pesman Advocaten shall be entitled to engage the services of third parties, which shall be chosen with the utmost care. Pesman Advocaten, however, accepts no responsibility for the actions of said third parties.

Article 6

Pesman Advocaten shall ensure that the third-party funds it receives are deposited into a bank account managed by the Stichting Derdengelden Pesman Advocaten (Pesman Advocaten Third-party Fee Foundation). The parties legally entitled to these funds shall receive interest compensation on them equal to the interest that the bank concerned pays on the funds deposited.

Article 7

The fees that Pesman Advocaten charges its clients are based on hourly rates that very according to the experience and specialist knowledge of the lawyer concerned and are determined partly by the conclusion of the case. The hourly rates are handed over to the client when the order is place.

A statement of the hours spent by Pesman Advocaten on a given order shall be handed over to the client at his earliest request.

Article 8

Pesman Advocaten is entitled to increase its fees by ten percent office charges to cover post, telephone, fax, computer, travelling, copying and other office expenses.
Article 9

The legal relationship between Pesman Advocaten and the client are subject to Dutch law. Disputes shall be brought before the competent court of Haarlem.

Article 10
